So all my school days were spent under her guidance and she

suddenly retired and left Bargo. One morning when we arrived at
school she was gone without a word to anyone. We were without a
teacher for a long time.
"The three young ones (Margaret and Mary (Twins) and John) went to
‘Back Road’ school in Arina Road where an elderly teacher taught the
little flock, she was Mrs. Mitchell and so was a good across the bush,
so our father and older brother blazed a track for all the children to
follow, about six used to walk over every day, so the Bargo school was
re-opened and another teacher appointed, the school grew, other
teachers came and gradually the school was moved and a bigger school
was built. I don’t know where our school ended up, but I think it is still
at Yerrinbool.

Tahmoor House

Society members have been concerned to see the unkempt
appearance of Tahmoor House, at Tahmoor—the oldest still inhabited
building in this part of Wollondilly Shire. Jan Ross’s article in the
District Reporter on July 1st 2005 shows the overgrown garden in
May; by the end of July it was much worse. Fortunately, the long grass
on the front nature strip had now been mown, and it is hoped that this
means someone will be living in the house very soon.

The Society has a copy of a report on Tahmoor House, researched
and written by Marlane Fairfax in 1993. This includes detailed records
of land ownership from 1822 when the first grants in what is now the
Picton-Tahmoor district were recorded. The initial 50 acre grant to
Edward Doyle in November suggests there may have been a building
on the site, probably a simple slab hut. He sold the land to William
Klensendorlffe in March 1824 at three times the going rate, which
suggests that ‘there were some improvements,” ' possibly the
beginnings of a more substantial building. Hume and Hovell ‘stayed at
Klensendorlffe’s house’ in October of that year, on their way south,
again suggesting the original section of the house was habitable. Other
evidence shows that he was employing stonemasons and sawyers in
1825, and he was running a ‘Public House’; an 1862 plan shows
extensive outbuildings, but it seems that the building now known as
Tahmoor House was begun in the mid 1820s’ and extended in the

1830s.
