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TRAWLING TIPS
for the Internet

Researching Northem Ireland

I have always thought that the term "surfing the internet” was rather an understatement
for those who use the electronic media to research history. As far as I am concerned
"trawling" is 2 far more appropriate word.

After all we cast our bait into cyberspace and once we have a bite we catch it in the net
and check it for integrity. Sometimes the lure leads us to fiche and no doubt there arte

chips in the background. We sift through our catch and examine it for its quality and we

reject any material that is inferior or unidentifiable. Then we label our catch and ignore or
throw back anything that is inadequate.

I also think that despite being bom with a French sumame and despite having
predominantly Irish forebears, my Scottish genes have managed to wend their way:to the
sucface and I only "trawl" to "free sites". Nonetheless, I am invarably swamped by the
catch.

Researching Irish

Many eardy Irish settlers in Australia were illiterate because they were not given the
opportunity to learn to read or write. Therefore in NSW when they registered a birth,
death or marriage an incorrect date was often enteted into the register and this has often
led to discrepancies in subsequent documents. Death certificates are notoriously
inaccurate because the informant was often someone who had married into the family and
only had a hazy knowledge of the person’s origins.

It was not as if our Irish ancestors set out to delibérately mislead or confuse us, the reality
was that they often didn’t know the exact date of an event. Near enough was good
enough and since the official Registrar wouldn’t have known the correct date many births
are said to have occurred on days of special religious significance such as St Patrick's Day,
Good Frday or Christmas Day.

Another thing to be wary of when looking for Irish ancestors is the spelling of the

The Rising Sun Badge

The origin and development of the Australian “Rising Sun” Badge is one of
the most interesting aspects of Australian Military History.

Appropriately enough, it began with a collector, a Major in the South
Australian forces, who thought of design to mount his collection of bayonets.
He asked a captain in the South Australian Navy to help him build a trophy —
shield, using timber and brass.

The trophy of Arms, fixed above his office door at Melbourne’s Victoria
Barracks, comprised a semi-circular red painted board on which bayonets and
sword-bayonets were arranged alternately, surrounding a crown cut from
sheet brass. Specifically, the Cut-apd-Thrust Sword-Bayonet. .

In 1902, when the 1% Battalion Australian Commonwealth Horse was being
raised for service in the South Aftican War, the G.O.C. apparently decided on
a general Service Badge and suggested “something like” the Trophy of Arms.

The contingent was due to leave ‘five days later and a first badge was
hurriedly struck, it consisted of seven triangular points, above “Australia” and
the Crown, on a form of wreath base. ~
